You must display your Area C Vehicle Access Pass on your vehicle on Sunday 16 February 2025

to gain access.

The only access point for residents within Area C is via Lakeside Drive onto Fitzroy Street. Access to
Lakeside Drive will be via Queens Road, following signage for local access into the Event Precinct. Please
note there will be heavy traffic in this location and delays can be expected. If you require an additional
vehicle pass please contact skfaccred@portphillip.vic.gov.au at your earliest convenience.
