You must display your Area D Vehicle Access Pass on your vehicle on Sunday 10 February 2019

to gain access.

The only access point for residents within Area D is via Princes Street from Barkly Street.

Please note there will be heavy traffic in this location and delays can be expected.

e Beach Road will be accessible
via side streets for local traffic
access only, between Kerferd
Road and St Kilda Street
without an access pass, with
consideration of the above full
and partial road closures
